Match Guidelines and rules and information
We will be at Fort McCoy,. The event will be held rain or shine. We will only postpone/delay the match or relay if there are safety issues. Thunder. Lightning, tornado, targets obscured ETC. So be prepared to shoot. That means bring your rain gear as well. This is a two days event, with 3 different events for the teams. Friday shall be registration and sight in day with target orientation giving everyone the chance to do their log books for the different ranges.
   The North Coast Shooters Association, Ltd.(NCSA) will be hosting the Fort McCoy shoot. You will need to be a member of the NCSA, Ltd to have our insurance coverage while shooting on Fort McCoy. There is an attached application for the NCSA, Ltd.

No Alcoholic Beverages will be allowed at the Fort McCoy Facility, No carrying concealed weapons!
Acceptable ammunition for the Saturday event: Amax, solids, Ball and any military projectiles.
Sunday Ammunition: Run what you have brung!! Any rifle any caliber match: AP, API, Incendiary, Tracer, match projectiles ETC. 

All competitors shall be required to wear adequate hearing and eye protection while competing.
Non-competitors are welcomed to view the match with adequate hearing protection. 

Non-competitors SHALL NOT be allowed on the firing line during the match. They are to remain behind the firing line at all times while the line is hot and to be in the bleacher area unless approved by the OIC or RSO. Only line safety officers/RSO’s and the match director and or staff shall be on the line with the competitors while the line is hot.
CHAMBER FLAGS WILL BE REQUIRED FOR ALL UNCASED RIFLES BEHIND THE FIRING LINE AS WELL AS WHEN THERE IS A COLD LINE FOR ALL UNCASED RIFLES ON THE FIRING LINE.
The firing line is not covered at Fort McCoy so make sure you bring water, sodas or something non-alcoholic to drink as well as sandwiches for lunch. It could be a hot day there. 
The shooters meeting will be held at 2:30PM Friday the 10th, 07:00 AM Saturday the 11th and Sunday 12th of September, 2010 
Shooting will commence at 3PM Friday, 8AM on Saturday and Sunday. The shooters meeting is a mandatory attendance. If you do not attend the meeting you do not shoot.
Attire: Dress comfortable, WI weather can swing a lot at that time of the year. 

The awards shall be as follows:
Team Handgun Friday: 20 targets at 100 meters per teammate
1st, 2nd, 3rd,  open to service type semi-auto caliber 9MM, .40 S&W and .45 ACP. No optics
Team event Saturday: 40 targets at 100-500 meters per teammate
1st, 2nd, 3rd, open to any rifle any caliber
Team event Sunday:    20 targets at 550-1,000 meters per teammate
1st, 2nd, 3rd, 50 Cal. Class
1st, 2nd, 3rd,  Any other rifle class

The team shall consist of a shooter and a spotter. The spotter portion shall be responsible for targets ranging from 100 meters to 500 meters shot on Saturday. The shooter portion shall be responsible for the targets from 550 meters to 1,000 meters shot on Sunday. After the first string of targets the shooter and spotter shall rotate roles.

This will be a tentative 3 gun team event. The course of fire will be as follows.

1. 20 targets at 100M to be engaged with a service style semi-auto side arm, Glock, Colt, Berretta ETC. Total ammo 40 rds. Per competitor
2. 40 targets ranging from 100M-550M to be engaged with any caliber below a .50 cal. total ammo 80 rds. per competitor
3. 20 targets ranging from 550M-1,000M to be engaged with a .50 cal. Total ammo 40 rds. per competitor.

The spotter portion will have the targets 550 and under. The shooter portion will engage the targets 550-1,000 after completing the first portion, the shooter and spotter will reverse roles and engage the targets. Un-expended ammo will be awarded 1/4 point towards the overall score.

Sandbags or bean bags will be allowed for rear support in the any other rifle class. Front support will either be   bipod or a rucksack/backpack. There will be no benches or mechanical rests front or rear. Monopods will be allowed for the .50 cals as well as any other rifle.

This is a tentative event format that may be altered to meet the conditions at the range.
